


good respiratory and hand hygiene can help to reduce transmission of all viruses, including the human
swine influenza. This includes:

e Ensure that all staff, children and young people do not come into school with flu-like symptoms or go
home immediately if they develop during the school day
At home everyone who has flu-like symptoms should:
» Cover your nose and mouth when coughing or sneezing, using a tissue when possible

e Dispose of dirty tissues promptly and carefully

 Maintain good basic hygiene, for example washing hands frequently with soap and water to reduce
the spread of the virus from your hands to face or to other people

+ (Clean hard surfaces (e.g. door handles) frequently using a normal cleaning product

* Making sure children also follow this advice

Because the containment phase is over, there is consequently less likelihood of school closure. However,
schools and other settings do need to plan for the possibility of further disruption in the future, due perhaps
to significant numbers of pupils/ members of staff being absent at any one time through illness. Please see
